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 FIVE NONPROFIT ORGANIZATIONS ACROSS NEW YORK STATE AWARDED 
$470,000 IN GRANTS TO COMBAT HUNGER, HOMELESSNESS

Volunteer Generation Fund grants aimed at recruiting volunteers statewide

The New York State Commission on National and Community Service (NYS CNCS) today announced that five nonprofit organizations have been awarded more than $470,000 in 2015 Volunteer Generation Fund grants. Through recruitment, training, placing and managing volunteers who will serve, on average, two hours per week for six months, the grantees will make a demonstrable impact on the root causes of poverty within their communities. 

“Beginning in 2011, New York State Volunteer Generation programs recruited nearly two million volunteers who dedicated nearly eight million hours to their communities across the Empire State,” said Linda Cohen, Executive Director of NYS CNCS. “Under the leadership of Governor Cuomo, we are focusing our volunteers’ efforts on targeting specific issues that contribute to poverty, and concentrating our resources to assist those New Yorkers who go without food and shelter. I am confident that the five nonprofits selected can do just that.”

In addition to directly assisting volunteer efforts, each of the five agencies awarded funding will work with at least three other nonprofit agencies in its community to continue to build the New York State volunteer network. The awardees are:
